Additional Clarification, Comments, and Links

I do need to clarify a couple of points from this morning’s meeting:  

I have heard people despair that they wouldn’t be able to put together 8 students in their major for a FLARE course.  To clarify:  The students in your FLARE project do not have to all be majors in your discipline.  You could have a combination of majors, minors, and some students who are just interested in a particular project.  For example, a biology project might involve several  science-oriented majors and minors who would probably do most of the technical lab work on a project, but a communication major might be instrumental in video recording the steps of the project or in putting together a report on the project for an outside agency, etc.  A business major might be responsible for putting together a business plan that derives from the project, etc. 
Don’t let the number “eight” deter you from thinking about FLARE projects!  

Regarding faculty load:  Faculty-mentors who lead FLARE projects will receive faculty load credit for those projects (i.e., a three-credit FLARE would constitute three hours of faculty load).  Faculty-mentors who work with 499A/B/C students will not receive faculty load credit.   At the recent CUR (Council on Undergraduate Research) conference, several of us asked representatives from other institutions about this issue.  We were told that, overwhelmingly, most institutions do not give faculty members load credit for working with students individually.
